In keeping with the theme of children’s stories Little Red has also 
arrived.  She is printed on a 15% linen, 85% cotton fabric.  This 
fabric works in very well with the Red Spots Two Ways which again 
has a linen content.  

Ballerina Themed Fabric 

There are some great new fabrics for the ballerinas in your family 
arrived in.  Le Ballet in France would make great twirly skirts or can 
be used as part of a themed bedroom decor. 
 
Solid Colour Fabrics 

I have also bought a few high quality quilting cottons (no 
homespun here) in solid colours, so far there is: 

White – coordinates well with the Saffron Craig fabrics 

Winter White – I used this in my Heather Ross Quilt 

Black – coordinates with the black babushkas and retro dotty 
daisies.  

I will be adding to this range with the Kona cotton solids.

Midget, one of my daughter’s many nicknames, has a new range of 
hair elastics.  I will be putting more of these into the Stitchbird 
Fabrics shop, but her hair ties are also available from Juniper in 
Newtown and Martha’s Pantry.
